and directing as well as design and technical 

theatre areas of emphasis. In addition to 

Theatre I and II and Technical Theatre I and II, 

students who have completed the prerequisites 

may also take Honors Theatre II and/or Honors 

Technical Theatre II, some of the first 

UC-Approved honors theatre courses 

available in California. Over the past few 

years VCT has been able to revolutionize 

the way theatre is presented in the already 

beautiful proscenium-style performance 

space through the addition of a computer 

operated Vortek rigging system for flying in 

and out set pieces, as well as a 1,620 square 

foot scene shop, which includes equipment 

for set construction, wood working, metal

working, scenic painting, and more. The 

latest addition is a theatrical design 

computer lab equipped with ten MacBook 

Pro computers for hands-on, state-of-the-art 

design experiences for VCT’s advanced 

stagecraft students. With open auditions 

for a fall play, spring musical, multiple 

student-directed one act “Brown Bags,” and 

the Honors students’ main stage production 

Experiments in Comedy and Tragedy, there 

is something for everybody. This year, 

students tackled William Shakespeare’s 

comedy Twelfth Night, and the Broadway 

smash hit, Thoroughly Modern Mill ie.
